Ordinary Time 

First Reading: Zechariah 9:9‑10  

This is a prophecy of the coming of the Messiah to Jeru-

salem. He will come, not as a King, but as a humble sav-

ior, riding on an ass.  
  
Second Reading: Romans 8:9, 11‑13  

Contrasting “flesh and spirit,” Paul urges that all who live 

for material things abandon the temptations of the flesh 

and rise to life in the “Spirit.”  
  
Gospel: Matthew 11:25‑30  

Jesus speaks lovingly and gently when he invites all those 

who are weary and burdened with life to seek relief and 

respite in him. He says, “Your souls will find rest, for my 

yoke is easy and my burden light.”
